ARTSCCC (Arts Contra Costa County) will be curating quarterly exhibitions showcasing the County’s
creative community. Contra Costa County has five Supervisorial Districts. For the first Art Passages
exhibition, ARTSCCC highlighted an arts organization from each District that has demonstrated an
impressive and respected dedication to supporting the Arts in their communities.

Featured art organizations include Visual Artists of Richmond (District 1), Alamo Danville Artists’ Society
(District 2), Art Guild of the Delta (District 3), Concord Art Association (District 4), and Martinez Arts
Association (District 5). Participating organizations selected three artists to highlight.

● Visual Artists of Richmond (VAR) is a volunteer advocacy group living in or working in Richmond
with the mission is to create artist opportunities, share resources, and support each other's art
practices. Participating artists include Jeanne Rehrig, Jacqueline Sarah Brown, and Jennifer Riggs.

● Alamo Danville Artists’ Society is a non-profit organization that fosters fine art appreciation and
education within our communities, provides the opportunity for artists to further their artistic
development, and supports the school art programs through fund-raising. Participating artists
include Charles H. White, Don Cresswell, and Nancy Shake.

● Art Guild of the Delta is a non-profit East Contra Costa County arts organization founded with the
purpose of building a network of artists that work together to promote and inspire creative
influences among themselves and their community. Participating artists Jayne Tucker, Julee
Richardson, and Sherry Cummings.

● Concord Art Association is a non-profit organization that has supported artists and community
art events with a variety of programs since 1963, including exhibits of member art, classes,
student scholarships, teacher grants, and public art projects in collaboration with the City of
Concord. Participating artists include Sharon Petersen, Lisa McElroy, and John Nakanishi.

● Martinez Art Association is a nonprofit organization with the goal to encourage art culture and
education for our youth and the community with sponsor art-related events such as SWAN Day
(Support Women Artists Now), Art in the Park, and the Dia de Los Muertos Altar Festival.
Participating artists include Jerry Hild, Nathaniel Holbein, and Pamela McCauley.

ARTSCCC, Arts Contra Costa County, is a grassroots service and advocacy arts organization whose top
priority is an equitable and sustainable arts organization. ARTSCCC writes grants, manages projects,
promotes social media, and advocates policy to support the creative community.

ARTSCCC is expanding their organization, staff, and network per the 5-year Contra Costa County contract
to provide additional services.
